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Junior Transition Policy

This policy was drafted to provide a framework for the Ferntree Gully Cricket Club (FTGCC) for the handling of Junior transition to Senior Club membership.

The committee wish to recognise the importance of our Junior players moving to the Senior ranks for the sustainability of the Club, since the introduction of Junior competition at FTGCC, the proud history has been enormously enhanced by the generations of players commencing as Junior players, a fact which is considered to be perhaps the main reason for the success of this club in the past 50 years.

This policy has been drafted to provide reasonable incentives and encouragement for players to remain at the club beyond their Junior years.

The Junior Years

· Junior Players expressing an interest in taking part in Senior competition will be encouraged to do so once attaining at least 13 years of age.

· No Junior player shall be engaged in Senior competition without the express approval and support of their parent or guardian.

· Juniors available for Senior selection will not be selected ahead of similar standard players who are financial Senior Members, this means that if a Junior player is selected in the top 3 grades of the club, this stipulation will not apply and selection will be made on ability only.
Under 17’s
· Under 17 players will train with the seniors on one night per week.

· During the final year of Junior eligibility, Under 17 players will be provided with training in the art of scoring and umpiring so as to equip them for possible duties required when progressing to Senior competition.
· A gathering of players attaining Senior eligibility at the end of the season shall be arranged so that they may be addressed by the incumbent Coach and or Club Captain along with the Senior executive. This meeting may take the form of a dinner invite, BBQ etc. (dependant on numbers) and will emphasize the desire of FTGCC to retain the services of these players into the future.
· All progressing Under 17 players will be invited to attend the Senior presentation night free of charge, and will be presented to the members as a group and individually.

· In the first season of Senior Cricket, players who have progressed through the Junior ranks will have Subscriptions waived for that initial season.

· Players indicating their intention to progress will have a profile prepared and posted to the club website.[image: image1.png]
