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THE HISTORY OF THE FERNTREE GULLY & DISTRICT CRICKET ASSOCIATION

On Monday the 25th August 1947, a group of cricket followers from Ferntree Gully and its surrounding districts, led by Cr. Frank Pickett, held a meeting in the Ferntree Gully Shire Hall for the purpose of forming an Association within the Ferntree Gully Shire.  Those in attendance at the meeting were, Frank Pickett, Wally Tew, Lindsay Ewart Snr, Alex Aplin, Bob DeCoite, Allan Barber, Arthur Hicks, Jim Bradley, Keith Jensen, Ron Lomax, Lance Lancaster, Roy Dinsdale, Roy Sidebottom, Jolly Rowe and Murray Furmston.  Appointed as President for the inaugural season was Frank Pickett, with Alex Aplin (Secretary) and Lindsay Ewart Snr. (Treasurer).

The first competition was made up of teams from Scoresby, St Johns, Boronia Church of Christ, whilst Ferntree Gully, Upper Ferntree Gully and The Basin had two teams each.  The nine teams played a series of home and away matches against each other with the top four teams playing for the No. 1 pennant whilst the bottom five sides played for the No. 2 pennant.  The Basin’s first team completed the season as undisputed leaders of the competition and rightly earned the title of hot favourites for the Frank Pickett Shield, however Ferntree Gully defeated them in the final.  Inaugural trophy winners were presented to The Basin’s George Fiedler (Batting award), Ferntree Gully’s Arthur Hicks (Bowling award) and Mick Godfrey (The Basin) won the best allrounder award.  Scoresby’s Jack Zander is on record as scoring the first century in the association.

In 1948, Bayswater, Bayswater North, Boronia Methodists, Lysterfield, Main Road Methodists, Upwey Youth Club and Wantirna joined the FTGDCA.  Some of the stalwarts in that period included, Wally Tew, Bob DeCoite (currently Patron of the FTGDCA), Alec Dinsdale, Ron Lomax, Bill Bowen, Laurie Benoit, Harry Mackinlay, Jack Tucker, Aldo Adjani, Enfried Exner, George & Fred Williams, George Robinson, Peter Kinna, Harry Anderson, Jack King, Jim West, Dr. Mal Leembruggen, Bill Fairfull, Don Maguire, Bob & Doug Finger, John Keating and long time association secretary Jack Feaver were but a few. 

1950 saw The Footballers from Ferntree Gully form their own club with Don Downes, Roy Sidebottom and Bill Paton dominating for their new club.  In the 50’s other new clubs included Olinda, Dunlops, Rowville, Upwey Districts and The Basin changed their name to Somerville Park, and names such as former Australian Captain from the famous bodyline series, Bill Woodfull had a season with Upwey Tecoma whilst Principal of Upwey High School,  ex Victorian & South Melbourne player Dudley Fitzmaurice, John Atkins Snr, John Closter, Lloyd Bracher, Harry Padgett, ex Richmond player Ken Whyte and Don Jones were part of the cricket scene.  Later that decade saw Menzies Creek, Salvation Army, Basin Footballers, Monbulk, St Stephens and St Thomas’ join the association.

   Newcomers in the 60’s were Mountain District club, Belgrave, Mt Gate, St Josephs who later became Knox and The Basin and Church of Christ joined forces as Batterham Park which widened the competition area even further.  Notable names from the 60’s and 70’s included Upper Gully’s Ray Skelton, Keith McAllister and Norm Reeves.  The later having also played for Footballers and Upwey Tecoma whilst McAllister also played for the Footballers.  Ferntree Gully’s Rob Sidebottom and Rick Joyner were great players with Sidebottom also having a stint at Rowville where he won that club’s first Feaver Medal in 1977, sharing the award with Norm Reeves.  Others to dominate at Seebeck Oval were Dennis Doolan and David Long.     Current Sub District President Ken Fewster OAM, brilliant all rounder Doug Chapman, Chris Elliott and Bryan Mitchell represented Footballers whilst the stars at Bayswater were Norm Wright, John Barry, John Mulvogue and the Dunstan brothers.  In the 1964/65 final Mulvogue had a day out taking 9/28 to help the ‘Waters’ win the premiership.  
He figured in all ten dismissals participating in the 10th with a catch!     That season Mulvogue took 9/8 against Mountain Gate to set an association record for the best A Grade bowling figures in an innings, a record that still stands today.

St John’s had former district batsmen Peter Joiner and Karim Khan, whilst Wantirna South were well served by Phil Brewis, Brian Power, Gary Turner, Russ Handasyde and former FTGDCA President Alex Ingwersen.  At Batterham Park, now The Basin, Fred “Froggy” Davis, Peter Hinch and Steve Plymin gave good service.  Belgrave proved successful with Graham Dickey, Kevin Sonogan and Kevin Duane.  Sonogan showed his class whilst playing for a Victorian Country X1 against the mighty West Indies in 1979 taking the prize wickets of Gordon Greenidge and Desmond Haynes at the Yea oval, when at the time the West Indian combination was regarded as the best opening pair in the world.    Monbulk’s Ken, Don and Ray Fleming, Max James and Ken Utting were others to perform at the highest grade with Utting winning six A Grade Association batting averages.  In the lower grades Tecoma’s Leo and Terry Wright and Barry Lockett, Gus Mitchell and Trevor Hollier from Menzies Creek gave sterling service to their clubs.

During this time the expansion of the Ferntree Gully & District Cricket Association was rapid as the paddocks and orchards of South Wantirna and Ferntree Gully became the suburbs of Knoxfield and Mountain Gate.  By the late 70’s South Belgrave and Bluebirds entered the competition whilst Knoxfield moved across from the Ringwood & District Cricket Association in 1980.  It was at that time, the association boasted a membership of 126 senior and junior teams, a far cry from six clubs and nine teams of 33 years ago.

Back in 1950 the association had entered Melbourne’s VCCL Country Week and moderate success had been achieved with several premierships and finals appearances.  Many of the great players of the competition have participated in these matches bringing cricket comradeship to its highest order.  One such player, Lance Symons did much to improve the standard of our competitiveness and professional approach, which is very much a part of our club cricket today.  Symons coached three of our senior clubs and spent several years as an executive member.

For more than two decades, two outstanding workers held the administrative duties of the association, Jack Feaver as secretary and Ron Lomax as treasurer.  Their endeavours were of such exceptional quality that two medals were created in their honour, to be awarded to the two outstanding cricketers in the two highest senior grades.  South Belgrave and Upwey Tecoma allrounder Stephen Lee has had the distinction of winning the Feaver Medal on four occasions, a feat that may never be equalled.   

During the 80’s the FTGDCA was capably managed by Belgrave stalwart Don Claringbould, Keith Hill, Jenny Flanagan, Peter Fahy, John Barry, Arthur Bailey and Norm Reeves, later joined by Allan Gottliebsen and Steve Brown with the umpiring fraternity being led by Lindsay McNair and Ron Richards.  The junior section continued to grow under the guidance of Ron Neville, Alan Bailey, Peter Heath, Sandra Berry and Gwen Palandri.     In 1982 a Veterans section was formed to encourage former players to return to the game.  This concept has been embraced by many clubs and has provided the opportunity for many former team mates and opponents to enjoy the game and after match fellowship.  Many of the association’s greats of past seasons have been regular players in the Veteran competition.

In 1970 the association sought its first sponsorship to enhance the local competition and for almost ten years Neilsen Holden provided the prize money in the top two senior grades.  The Neilsen Shield was the pinnacle for our top grade and many junior players benefited from the Neilsen Scholarships.  Saxon Sports (Paul Attfield) has been a major sponsor for the past fifteen years along with Knox Tavern’s (David Cruse).
1988 saw Eildon Park form and join the league, Lysterfield formerly Bayswater Utd, Knox Gardens and Scoresby followed them in the 90’s, the later two clubs returning after stints in the RDCA.  Some big names in the 80’s & 90’s included fast bowler Garth Smith, Tony “Tacker” James, and David Lambert from The Basin with Knoxfield boasting Mark Stewart and Peter Linford.  Johnson Park’s popular Mal Francis won the 1988 Lomax Medal, whilst another Lomax Medallist, Tony Sheehan had successful periods with Footballers, Belgrave, Mt Gate and Bluebirds.  Trevor Ashton won the 1995 Feaver Medal whilst with Rowville, Knox had David Graffen, Mark Papworth and Michael Hoban who unfortunately retired prematurely due to business commitments.  Ferntree Gully champion Andrew Downs, scored the association’s second highest score in one innings in Shield cricket with 234 against Mountain Gate in 1992.  Other Gully stars were Simon Spalding, Cliff James, Kim Mastertoun and Peter Solohub.  Monbulk left arm spinner Mick Surwald, Ken Utting and Graham Salan were great players as was Shane Cross from Upwey Tecoma and Tony Smith from Bluebirds who made his Premier Cricket debut with Ringwood aged 32.  The Toms brothers at Belgrave have given great service as did left arm quick Glen Cook.  Upper Gully players, Rod “Rocket” Ingwersen, Darren Smith , Simon Reeves and former state squad member Paul Wilson performed at the top as did Mt Gate youngster Brendan Heath who would later cross to Upwey Tecoma and blossom into one of the best local batsmen.

Over the years there have been some memorable performances in the Shield final.  Who could forget Upwey Tecoma’s Craig Graham’s knock of 139 in a losing final to Mt Gate in 1981/82 or David Leathem’s match winning 6 wickets and 97 runs in Upper Ferntree Gully’s 1983/84 flag.  Knoxfield’s Craig Christie smashed an unbeaten 135 out of a total of 6/196 depriving Footballers of the pennant in 1996/97.  Two years Upwey Tecoma and Shane Cross with 7/31 knocked over later Knoxfield for just 78.  Perhaps the best bowling effort of all time came in 1950 when Ferntree Gully’s Jim Bradley took match figures of 21 wickets for 102 runs in the finals series which certainly assisted the Gully to win one of its 13 premierships, the most by any club in the FTGDCA.


Currently Division 1 boasts many fine players.  The Country Week competition thanks to the management skills of former executive member, Michael Beyer opened the door for further achievement with several premierships in the past few seasons.  In 1994 Darren Smith (Upper Gully), Shane Cross (Upwey), Simon Reeves (Upper Gully), Brendan Heath (Mt Gate) and Craig Brown (FTG Footballers) represented a Victorian Country XI against new Test nation Zimbabwe in front of 2500 spectators at Yea.  Cross and Brown claimed international wickets whilst Heath (40*) and Smith (36) were top scorers for Vic Country.  The following season saw Simon Reeves selected for the Victorian Country team, which competed in the Australian Country Cricket Championships in Gippsland.  The left arm spinner performed strongly and was duly selected to play for the Australian Country X1 against the Victorian Bushrangers at the Sale Oval.  In front of a crowd of 4000, Reeves took the wickets of national players, Ian Harvey and Matthew Elliott to return figures of 2/52.  At present this is the highest accolade received by a player from our association in over 50 years.

In 1998, Reeves together with Upper Gully paceman and former state squad member, Paul Wilson and Monbulk’s Jason Fraser were selected for the Victorian Country team to play in the national championships in Mt Gambier, SA.  The trio performed credibly during the carnival and Reeves scored his second Australian Country X1 cap and played against the touring New Zealand side, capturing the wicket of Matthew Horne.  Having three players selected in the state team from the FTGDCA in an organisation consisting of 100 Associations was great publicity for our competition.  During the 1998/99 season the association’s Country Week representatives created history within the VCCL by winning the Division 3 & 4 Premierships against Traralgon CA and Maryborough CA at Optus Oval and Windy Hill respectively.  No other association had performed this achievement in the 75 year history of Country Week.

The new millennium saw the arrival of former Sri Lankan captain, Roshan Mahanama to the FTG Footballers CC straight from the 1999 World Cup.  The world record holder for the highest and longest batting partnership in Test Match history (576 runs in 2 days and 1 hour, against India 1997) had retired from intense international cricket and was lured to the FTGDCA after playing 52 Tests and 213 One Day Internationals in a career spanning 13 years.

Upper Ferntree Gully won their first Topline Shield in 16 years under the leadership of Paul Wilson and long serving President, Mick Beyer.  They defeated Belgrave by 52 runs in a match where brothers, Neville and Lynton Toms playing for opposing sides, both captured 5 wickets apiece, however it was Neville who would taste premiership success.  Several weeks later Lynton received some consolation when he was awarded his second Feaver Medal in a thrilling vote count involving a four-way tie.  Together with Scoresby’s Dain Howe, Upwey’s Ryan Pitts and Knoxfield youngster Trent Scholfield, they were presented with their medals by former Australian Cricket Board Chairman, Mr Bob Parish, OBE.       

In another highlight, the association took a group of 15 players selected from the Country Week Squad to Sri Lanka where they played 3 one day games against Bloomfield CC, Access International CC and a Kandy & District Schoolboys X1.  During the tour national heroes such as Aravinda DeSilva, Arjuna Ranatunga, Roshan Mahanama, coaches Dav Whatmore and Trevor Chappell and the Sri Lankan Cricket Board hosted the team.  The tour was an outstanding success mainly due to the efforts of David & Cathy Cruse from the Knox Tavern.

Upwey Tecoma made it three out of the last four flags when they defeated Rowville in the 2000/01 final in amazing circumstances.     Rowville playing in their first Topline Shield final since entering the competition appeared set at 3/106 in reply to Upwey’s modest 169 with the final day to play.  Speedsters, Shane Cross and Matthew Grace form arguably the best bowling combination in the past 25 years, had other ideas.  On the final day they routed the Rowville line-up taking 7/13 with Cross finishing with 6/30 and being awarded the Lee Medal for the best player in the final.  The following year Cross was to win back to back Lee Medals when he took 8/18 in the final which ended Knoxfield's dream of winning the Topline Shield.  That year also saw fast bowlers Darren Hill (Rowville) and Paul Wilson (UFTG) tie for the Feaver Medal.  During 2001/02 two local players namely Paul Barber (Johnson Park) and Danny Taylor (Upwey Tecoma) represented the VCCL in the national championships held in Warrnambool.  Both players performed creditably and Barber was awarded our second Australian Country X1 cap against New Zealand played at the Bradman Oval in Bowral, NSW.  The allrounder had a great day top scoring for Australian Country with 27, which included 5 boundaries off Dion Nash and Andre Adams.  Barber also chipped in with 1/54 from 10 overs, clean bowling Craig McMillan in front of 4000 spectators and a small contingent of his Johnson Park team mates who made the journey.    

Season 2002/03 saw former South Belgrave player Brendan Joseland become the first FTGDCA player to represent Victoria at first class level when he was selected for the Bushrangers in the ING Cup.   Upwey Tecoma made it a hat trick of premierships under Dain Howe’s leadership and team mate Danny Taylor represented the Victorian Country X1 against Sri Lanka at Hastings in front of 8000 spectators.    Several FTGDCA Under 11 players were photographed in their club shirts with both teams before the match.       In Sub District ranks, former Bluebirds and Bayswater junior Barry Ensil (Bayswater) won the R.M. Hatch Medal for the best player in Sub District cricket after returning from Fitzroy Doncaster.  The following season saw the first Knox Tavern Cup final contested by Upper Ferntree Gully and Belgrave with the latter winning the Cup by 5 runs in a thrilling contest.  Rapidly expanding club Lysterfield gained promotion to the Knox Tavern Cup grade with a comfortable win over Footballers to claim the Decoite Shield.  Jason Fraser collected back to back Feaver Medals to add to his two Lomax Medals and young players Steve Seymour (Johnson Park – Prahran) Rhys Adams (Eildon Park – Hawthorn Monash) and Phil Salter (Upper Gully – Richmond) made their Premier cricket debuts.        Johnson Park wicket keeper Joshua Dowling gained selection in the Victorian Country X1 winning the national championships held in Mt Gambier SA.  At the end of the season a talented senior squad travelled to Sri Lanka playing at Premadasa Stadium Colombo, Kandy and the Galle International Stadium where they defeated the Galle Cricket Club. Jason Fraser completed a memorable year when he was adjudged best player on the tour.

After 52 years in the Association, Rowville finally broke the ice when they celebrated their first premiership in the Knox Tavern Cup in season 2004/05, whilst Knox Gardens won the Decoite Shield in a thriller by 3 runs over Upwey Tecoma.  Former Test player Dulip Samaraweera became Johnson Park’s first Feaver medallist and Jason Fraser collected his third Lomax Medal.  Rowville captain Paul Evans capped off a great season by gaining selection in the Victorian Country team playing in Lismore NSW.  Twelve months later saw, Rowville repeat premiership success and Jason Fraser gather his fourth Lomax Medal, whilst the Feaver Medal was won by new comer Matthew Black from Ferntree Gully upon the clubs return to the association from the RDCA.  The Eildon Park Panthers earned promotion with a hard fought win over Monbulk to claim the Decoite Shield.  The individual highlight of the year was Dulip Samaraweera’s record breaking 235 not out against Knoxfield, whilst an outstanding team led by Fraser won the Division 2 AGL Country Week flag to put us in Provincial for the first time in 28 years.     Monbulk became the first team to win the Knox Tavern Cup after being promoted from Decoite Shield when they defeated a gallant Rowville by 3 wickets in 2007/08 whilst Lysterfield regained a berth in division 1 by defeating South Belgrave for the Decoite Shield.     

Eildon Park allrounder Shane Cosstick claimed his second Feaver Medal in two seasons. 
Norm Reeves continues to lead the FTGDCA in his twenty first season as President and his passion for the game at a local level remains unchallenged.  Norm’s services to country cricket were recognised in 2004 when he was awarded the R.F. Merriman Medal at VCA House by the Chairman of Cricket Australia, Mr Bob Merriman.  The competition has seen continued growth with improved coaching and better grounds but needs to keep abreast with trends to ensure further progress and consolidation.  Club officials need to be ever aware that traditional cricket is very much under threat from other sports and leisure activities.    The association now caters for 95 senior and 110 junior teams.    Some old clubs may merge or depart, new ones may be formed but the core of the Ferntree Gully & District Cricket Association remains solid.

ADMINISTRATION

1.1 THE ASSOCIATION

The Association to be called the FERNTREE GULLY & DISTRICT CRICKET ASSOCIATION INCORPORATED is hereby constituted, hereafter called the Association.

1.2
BOARD OF MANAGEMENT

1.2.1 
Board of Management to administer the Association will consist of an Executive Committee, one delegate from each affiliated club, honorary life members and a representative of the FTGDCA Umpire's Association.

The Executive Committee
Nominations for the Executive Committee to be put in writing 14 days prior to the Annual General Meeting and sent to the General Manager.

1.2.3
Honorary Life Members (no more than one annually), shall be elected by a three fourths majority of members present and entitled to vote at the Annual General Meeting.  Life Membership shall carry all privileges of delegates except a right to vote at Board meetings.  A Life Member may be elected to an Executive position.  Nominations for Life Membership must be in writing to the General Manager 14 days prior to the Annual General Meeting.

1.2.4
Only club delegates may vote on Association matters.  Life Members, Executive Members and Umpires' Association Representative shall not vote.

1.2.5
The Chairman of a Board Meeting may have a casting vote.  Any person appointed to a Sub-Committee will be entitled to vote at such Sub-Committee Meetings.

1.2.6 
No delegate may be elected to an Executive position unless present at the Annual General Meeting, or his written consent is in the hands of the General Manager.

1.2.7 
An auditor shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting.  He/She may not vote at meetings.

1.2.8
The Executive Committee may appoint the following officers to assist the Association.

1.3
HONORARIUMS

Honorariums shall be paid to the General Manager, Match & Registration Secretaries, Umpires Adviser, Publicity Officer, Scoretaker, Umpire Appointment Officer & Junior Co-ordinator. The amounts of honorariums are to be determined at the Annual General Meeting each year.

1.4 
MEETINGS

At all general meetings of the Association clubs must be represented by at least one delegate, such delegate must hold the position of either President, Secretary or a senior executive member of the club.

1.4.1 
The Annual General Meeting will be held on the second Wednesday in June.

1.4.2 
The Senior Rules Meeting will be held on the third Wednesday in May.   The Junior Rules Meeting will be held on the first Wednesday in June.  Any proposed alterations to the rules must be submitted to the General Manager by the 1st of April.   All clubs to be notified of such alterations fourteen days prior to the Senior & Junior rules meetings.  No alterations to the rules can be made except at the annual rules meetings with a two thirds majority of clubs present.

1.4.3
Senior delegates meetings will be held in September, December and March on dates advised by the General Manager at the commencement of each season, or at any time as required.   All junior Coaches/Managers and Co-ordinators will meet at Association level during the months of September, December and March.  Dates to be determined by the Junior Co-ordinator.

1.4.4 
More than half of the affiliated clubs shall be required to form a quorum.

1.4.5 
Clubs not represented at meetings shall incur a fine of $100.  Non attendance at two consecutive meetings will incur a loss of four match points in all senior grades plus fines.

1.4.6 
Executive meetings at which all fixtures, finals finance and inter-association matches shall be arranged together with any other business required to be dealt with by the Association, will be held as required.  Minutes of all decisions arising from such meetings shall be recorded and raised at the next Board meeting.

1.5 
EXECUTIVE DUTIES

1.5.1
The General Manager shall be responsible for the recording of minutes at meetings at all Association meetings, receiving and answering all correspondence pertaining to Association matters and to ensure that clubs are notified of all matters of importance.  The Junior Co-ordinator shall be responsible for the organisation of all junior teams and liase with the General Manager in arrangement of inter-association matches.  Informatory circulars emanating from the FTGDCA must be consecutively numbered to ensure that clubs are aware that all correspondence has been received.

1.5.2
The General Manager shall receive all money for the Association and deposit same at a nominated bank.  He shall prepare a financial statement for each Association meeting and Executive meetings if required.  At the Annual General Meeting, a statement of receipts and expenditure must be submitted with a bank statement attached.  He shall determine an administration fee which shall be payable by all clubs in six monthly instalments commencing in October.  A detailed analysis of the fee must be presented at the September meeting to be adopted by the delegates.  He will present each club with a monthly account which is payable within 14 days.  Failure to pay within this time will result in a fine of 10% of the unpaid amount, which will be added to the next monthly account.  The Executive will deal with any club not paying such accounts.   

Any club unfinancial with the Association prior to the Finals series (both Senior and  Junior) shall be ineligible to participate in such finals. 

The General Manager shall also be responsible for the organisation of all Association and Inter-Association matches.  The fixture shall include both one day and two day matches.

1.5.3
The Registration Secretary shall record all registered players to ensure that they qualify for their respective clubs.  The onus shall be upon the club registering a new player to ensure that the player is eligible to play for the club and that the correct registration form is used.

1.5.4
The Match Secretary shall produce progressive team ladders at each Board meeting or as required.

1.5.5
The Publicity Officer will be responsible for all press publicity and public relations for the Association.  All Senior and Junior weekly scores shall be advised to the Publicity Officer in a manner determined by the Executive.  Failure of home clubs to advise such scores will incur a fine of $25 per team.

1.5.6 
The Executive shall deal with all disputes and protests involving players, officials or clubs in accordance with the principles of tribunal procedures and penalties or awards as it sees fit.

Any club may refer disputes to the Executive for settlement but Executive members are excluded if associated with a club involved in the dispute.

Matters referred for investigation - The tribunal shall also hear and or investigate any matters referred to it by the Executive and submit a report to the Executive in due course.

1.5.7 
The Executive shall form a Match Committee to handle basic problems associated with playing of matches with the general Executive only having to deal with areas of major concern.

1.6 
AFFILIATION

Affiliations - Clubs must notify the General Manager of their proposed senior teams, in writing by July 14 with final confirmation of teams by August 14.  If any club is unfinancial by August 14, affiliation will not be accepted for the following season.

Any club wishing to leave the Association must advise the General Manager, in writing prior to this date, must be financial and return all shields in their possession.

A club having two or more teams, and withdrawing a team during the season, must withdraw the lowest grade team.  In the event of a team withdrawing from the competition during the season, the unplayed matches shall be regarded as a bye.

GENERAL RULES

1.7 
TRIBUNAL

An independent tribunal shall be appointed to deal with all clearance appeals and players reported by umpires for any reason.  The Tribunal Secretary or an appointed member of the Executive will keep minutes and records of all tribunal proceedings and penalty guidelines.

1.8 
SHIELD & PENNANTS

Premiership shields shall be competed for each season and shall be held by the premier club in each grade.  The Association shall award miniature pennants each year in all grades.

1.9 
TROPHIES & QUALIFICATIONS

1.9.1 
To be eligible for these trophies, batsmen shall bat in more than half the matches the team played, and make at least 350 runs in Division 1 & DeCoite Shield and at least 300 runs in all other grades.  Bowlers shall play in more than half the matches the team played, bowl not less than 300 balls and take at least 25 wickets in all grades except One Day Grades where 20 wickets will qualify.

1.9.2 
To be eligible for trophies, player averages must be submitted to the General Manager on a form supplied by and date specified by him.

1.9.3
Players in the top two grades (Division 1& Decoite Shield) shall compete for the best cricketer awards based on Umpires' votes (3-2-1) throughout the home and away matches.  Such medals shall be called the "Jack Feaver Medal" (Div 1) and the "Ron Lomax Medal" (DeCoite Shield).  Any player having been found guilty by the tribunal following any report shall be ineligible to win either Medal.

Votes shall be awarded in an incomplete round at the discretion of the senior executive committee.

1.10
 REGISTRATION

1.10.1 
On signing an application for registration, the applicant shall be deemed a member of the club mentioned on such application for a period of 3 seasons, from the date of his last match.

1.10.2 
Only players having been registered in the Association during the previous 3 season shall be bulk registered within the Victorian Cricket Registration system.  The Bulk Registration process is to be completed by Friday prior to the opening match of the season.  The club shall provide the match and registration secretary, notification that the registrations are complete signed by the secretary of the club and the name, address and phone number of the club registration officer who shall be responsible for the block registration form, new registrations, match reports and publicity whether this to be the Secretary or a designated person.  Each club shall supply a fax number and E-mail address where match and registration correspondence can be directed.

1.10.3 
Any new player must complete and sign the new player senior registration form provided by the Association, such form to be delivered to the Registration Secretary with the match report for that game.   The club registration secretary should also ensure the registration is complete within the Victorian Cricket registration system.   Any player who has played in another Association during the current season must seek permission from the Match & Registration Secretary by 8.00 pm Thursday prior to the match, to be eligible to be registered. At the discretion of the Match & Registration Secretary, he may also be required to provide written permission from his currently registered Association/League.

1.10.4 
No player shall be eligible to play unless registered and no player shall be registered unless eligible to play.  Any player who is currently under suspension from any other Cricket Association/League is ineligible to be registered until his suspension is completed.

1.10.5
Applications for Clearance and Permits close on January 31 in each season.  Applications for registrations close at the commencement of the last home and away match except for Division 1 (Knox Tavern Cup) and Division 2 (Decoite Shield).   Registrations of players close for these two grades at the commencement of the third last scheduled fixture of the season. Applications re-open after the Annual General Meeting each year.

1.10.6 
Any player, who has been cleared by a club during a season and returns to that club, must be re-registered and to play in finals series must comply with rule 1.11.1.

1.10.7 
Any player who makes himself available for Association, Zone or Region Representative teams and fails to appear when selected, or withdraws without a satisfactory explanation shall incur a penalty of two weeks suspension.

1.10.8 
Any Junior or Veteran player playing senior cricket must be registered as a Senior player.

1.10.9 
Any club playing an unregistered player shall be fined $10 and forfeit match points, (such points to be awarded to the opposing team) in each match in which he participates.  In the event of two opposing playing teams playing unregistered players in the same game, no points shall be awarded.  Games played by such an unregistered player do not count towards finals’ qualification.  Any club playing an unregistered player or unqualified player in any finals match shall forfeit in the game concerned.

1.10.10 All players found guilty and suspended by the independent tribunal shall be de-registered for the term of the penalty imposed by that tribunal.  The player must apply in writing to the FTGDCA Match & Registration Secretary on a club letter head and signed by the club President for re-registration by 8.00 pm Thursday prior to commencing to play again in the Association.

1.10.11 Any de-registered player shall be ineligible to represent the FTGDCA in any representative game during this period.

1.11
QUALIFICATION - PLAYER & FINALS


1.11.1
A minimum of 4 games must be played with the club to qualify for finals.  Games played in lower senior grades qualify for higher grades.  Any player playing more than half his total games in higher grades is ineligible to play lower grade finals.     One-Day Grade Qualifying – a Player must be named on a match report a minimum of 6 games in that grade and the player must have actually participated in 4 completed matches to qualify for finals.  A One-Day grade game constitutes one half of a game when qualifying for a two day grade finals match.

1.11.2 
An interchange of players between successive grades shall be granted to clubs when successive teams in that club are participating in finals’ matches.  Any player who plays in a winning quarter or semi final is eligible to participate in that grade's grand final.

1.11.3
In the event of a club having two or more teams in the Association, a player having played in more than eight games in a higher grade in which his club has participated shall not be allowed to transfer to a lower grade of the club unless such transfer is approved by the Board.  Under such circumstances approval will only be given for a player to be transferred from the grade in which he played his previous match to the nearest lower grade in which the club fields a team.

1.11.4
Juniors playing in senior grades must comply with rule 1.11.1.  Any player fourteen years of age and under wishing to play Senior grade cricket must receive permission from the Executive upon written application.  Such permission may be withdrawn at the discretion of the Executive.  Players under twelve years of age cannot play or substitute in Senior grades.

1.12 
PERMITS

1.12.1
No application for a permit to play will be dealt with by the Executive unless application is lodged with the Registration Secretary before 10.00 am on Tuesday preceding each match.

1.12.2 
A player who is cleared to accept a coaching position with another club must return to his original club on termination of his coaching appointment or obtain an endorsed clearance from that first club.  Clubs may forward clearances to the Registration Secretary at any time following the Annual General Meeting.  All clearances to be endorsed by the Board.

1.12.3 
Any player being refused a clearance from his club has the right to appeal to the independent tribunal whose decision shall be final.  No further appeal may be lodged by that player for the remainder of that season.  No appeal to be heard unless both clubs concerned have been given 7 days notice from the Tribunal Secretary.  All clearance forms to be forwarded to the Registration Secretary who will note the dates received from by clubs.

1.12.4 
A club receiving an application for a clearance must deal with same within 14 days of receiving such application.  Any player whose clearance application is not dealt with within the time specified has the right of appeal to the tribunal.    Refusal of clearance must be sent to the Registration Secretary.  Clubs have the right to refuse a clearance of an unfinancial player.

1.12.5 
Any player transferring from his club without having obtained a clearance shall be suspended at the discretion of the Board.

1.12.6
A player who has transferred to any other Association (or not played) must, on returning to this Association, return to the club from which he originally transferred (or not played) or obtain a clearance from that club, except after an absence of three seasons when he may transfer to any club of his choice.

1.12.7
Any player who transfers to any Region 8 (VCCL) affiliated Association or adjoining Association must have his registration renewed by the Board of this Association on his return.  At least 7 days notice is to be given to the Registration Secretary.

1.12.8 
A club playing a player contrary to the rules shall lose the match or matches in which such player took part and may incur any other penalty as the Board may think fit, except as provided for in Rule 3.1.16 of the playing rules.

1.12.9 
Any clubs with Premier or Sub District teams have free interchange of players up till the last four rounds when permission is required.  These clubs shall not drop a player more than one club grade in his consecutive matches to the FTGDCA.  Any player who has played in any other Association in the current season may return to his former club in the same season with permission of the Executive.  Any player who has played in any other Association in the current season and has not previously been registered to play in the FTGDCA may only be eligible for registration upon receipt of a letter of approval from his current club and lodged with the Registration Secretary and/or permission is given by the Executive Committee.   No permits will be given to allow such players to commence playing after the Christmas break unless passed by the Executive.   Any player who has played in any other Association/League on a Saturday shall be ineligible for selection to play any match within the FTGDCA which is scheduled or re-scheduled for any Sunday on the same weekend.

1.12.10 
A junior player, having transferred to Premier Cricket, is still a member of the club from which he left until cleared in accordance with Rule 1.12.6.

1.12.11 
A junior player is a player who is under 17 years of age on the 1st September.

1.12.12 
The Association may grant an interchange of players within affiliated clubs with both this Association and any other Association.  Players of the club must qualify under rule 1.11.1 for finals’ matches in this Association.  The club must give the Registration Secretary at least 3 days notice before interchanging a player.

1.12.13 
A player may not be dropped more than one (1) club grade in his consecutive matches in the same season without the consent of the Match & Registration Secretary.  Such consent must be obtained by 8.00 pm on the Thursday prior to the game.  Failure to receive such consent: A fine of $50 and forfeit of match points (such points to be awarded to the opposing team).  Note - In the event of both teams playing a player contrary to this rule, no match points shall be awarded.

Authorised nominated persons, may only apply to the Match & Registration Secretary for permission under rule 1.12.13.

1.13 GROUNDS AND MATERIAL (Cricket Balls)

1.13.1 
All grounds must be approved by the Executive and all matches shall be played on approved synthetic turf or matting 1.8 metres wide, or any other material approved by the Board.  The space between the matting in the centre must not exceed 1.8 metres.  Boundaries must be properly defined and agreed upon for the conditions of play.  Stumps as adopted by Cricket Victoria as approved by the Board, shall be used in all matches.  Scoreboards must be available at all Knox Tavern Cup & DeCoite Shield matches.  Such scoreboards must show the number of overs.  In every match a new leather cricket ball shall be provided by each team for it's use.  The cricket balls used by this Association (senior & junior) shall be Kookaburra cricket balls only, and any club failing to adhere to this requirement will be dealt with by the Executive Committee as it sees fit.     The cricket balls used by the Association shall be approved by the Board of Management at the Annual General Meeting.

1.13.2 
Affiliated clubs must assure the Association that their grounds are available from the 1st Saturday in October until the last Saturday in March which constitutes the playing season of the Association.

1.14 
PLAYING UMPIRES

1.14.1
Clubs who do not have teams in the finals series may be requested to supply one senior player to umpire if the Association does not have enough professional umpires to officiate.  If a club fails to supply the umpire as requested, the club will be dealt with by the Board.

1.14.2 
All clubs fielding senior must nominate at least 2 representatives from each club to become graduate umpires.  Such players, if successful at passing a prepared examination, will receive a badge from the Association.  These umpires shall be accorded the same rights as official umpires including the power to make reports where necessary.  Such graduate umpires have the right to determine the time during a match they should umpire.

1.14.3 
Graduate umpires will, at the discretion of the Association, be required to attend meetings to increase their knowledge and understanding of the Laws of Cricket and Association rules.

1.14.4
Graduate umpires will, at the discretion of the Association, be subjected to the rules and aims of the Umpires Association.    Failure of graduate umpires to uphold the office of an umpire could result in the removal of said person from the Association's list of graduate umpires.

1.15 
STANDARD ORDERS - MEETINGS

1.15.1
At all meetings of the Association, the President shall take the chair and shall have a casting vote.  In his absence, the Vice President or Deputy Vice President shall take the chair.  The chairman shall have the casting vote only.

1.15.2 
Any member wishing to move a motion shall rise and address the chair respectfully, avoid personality and unbecoming language, and shall take his or her seat if called to order by the chairman.  The motion must be seconded before it is debated and shall not then be withdrawn without the consent of the seconder.

1.15.3 
No member shall speak more than once to any motion or amendment, except the mover of the original motion, who shall have the right to reply.

1.15.4 
A motion or an amendment having been moved and seconded, debate may ensue but no more than two other speakers shall follow successively on the same side of the question.  If two speakers having so spoken, there be no speaker to take the opposite view, the question shall be put forthwith.

1.15.5 
On any member rising to a point of order during a discussion, the speaker shall resume his seat while the chairman shall rule thereon, which ruling may be reviewed by the meeting.

1.15.6 
When two or more members rise to speak at the same time, the chairman shall decide who is entitled to the floor.

1.15.7 
President and Secretary to receive copies of the minutes of both senior & junior board meetings.  Names and addresses of these Club Office Bearers must be submitted in writing to General Manager and Junior Co-ordinator at the start of the season.  Any change of name to be submitted to the Association before the next meeting.

1.16 
AFFILIATED REGULATIONS  (Previous Rule Books)

All previous rules and regulations of the FTGDCA Inc. are hereby cancelled and these rules shall come into operation and shall be operative from October 1st each year.

PLAYING RULES

SENIOR COMPETITION

2.1. COMPETITIONS

2.1.1
The competitions arranged by the Association shall be played on the points system.  Clubs to continue to play until the time fixed by the Association for the closing of the competition.  The Executive shall grade teams taking part in the competition.

2.1.2
The matches shall commence on the first Saturday in October of each year.  The competitions to be conducted in two separate sections (one day grades) and (two day grades) respectively.  The first Saturday in each season to be played under rule 2.2.1.

MATCH POINTS - The following premiership points shall be awarded:

Bye or win by Forfeit - Points awarded shall be equal to the maximum number of points scored by any other team in the same grade in that round.

Final Placing

The final placing’s in each grade shall be decided by the total of the match points won during the program of matches.  Teams equal in match points (refer Rule 2.1.6 re percentage system)

2.1.4 
Where play is unable to start due to either damage to wicket, playing area or unsuitable surface then the Executive has the power to move the match to another venue or play on the second day under rule 2.2.1 or 2.2.2 (as required).

2.1.5
Should any club receive points due to a match being forfeited by the opposing team, the club shall lodge with the Association a match report for that match.  Any such match report so lodged shall have the same result as if the match had taken place.

If any teams are equal in premiership points gained at the end of the home and away games, the relative positions of such teams shall be determined by averages as follows:

(i) The batting average for a team shall be obtained by dividing the total number of runs scored by the number of wickets lost.

(ii) The batting average against each other shall be obtained by dividing the total number of runs scored against it by the number of wickets taken.

(iii) The former shall be divided by the latter, the team having the higher quotient shall be considered to have the better performance.

(iv) In an innings closed or match abandoned, only the wickets lost shall be counted.  In an innings completed, ten (10) wickets shall be considered lost.

2.1.7 
In all games where umpires officiate, the umpire shall be the sole judge of the fitness of the ground, weather and light for play.

2.1.8 
The Executive have the power to re-schedule completely washed out rounds as it sees fit.

(a) The re-scheduling of games shall only occur in the four highest grades.  (Divisions 1 - 4)

(b) The result of completed games shall stand and these shall not be replayed.

(c) A maximum of 5 Sundays shall be set aside for re-scheduled games and such dates shall be nominated at the start of each season.  Once these 5 days have expired there shall be no further re-scheduling of games.

(d) No games shall be re-scheduled for the Sunday of a holiday long weekend.

2.1.9
PROMOTION & RELEGATION

The club winning the premiership in DeCoite Shield will be promoted to Division 1 for the ensuing season unless determined otherwise by the board.  Any second eleven cannot be promoted to Division 1.  The team finishing last in Division 1 will be relegated to DeCoite Shield for the ensuing season unless determined otherwise by the board.   Should the club relegated to DeCoite Shield also have its second eleven represented in that grade, then such second eleven shall be graded in a lower grade.     Other gradings as per Rule 2.1.1.

2.2 MATCHES

2.2.1 
40 OVER GAME - ONE DAY SINGLE INNINGS MATCH
Non Daylight Savings Time

(i) Hours of play 12.30 pm - 6.00 pm.

(ii) Tea 3.00 pm - 3.20 pm.

(iii) A team failing to bowl 40 overs in the allotted time to be fined $10 per over.

(iv) Bowlers are allowed a maximum 8 overs.  (To apply to B1 & B2 One Day Grades only) - Batsmen are to retire when they reach their 50th run and cannot bat again.  No retiring rule for all other grades.  Wickets lost by compulsory retirement deemed retired not out.  The team bowling first has until 3.00 pm to complete 40 overs and, if not completed by this time, the number of overs completed by 3.00 pm shall be bowled to the team batting second.

(v) The team batting second shall receive the same number of overs.  NOTE : Fine applies to overs bowled after 6.00 pm.

(vi) Results of matches shall be first innings only.

(vii) However if bad weather causes stoppages in play or a team is dismissed prior to 40 overs the following variations shall be observed:

(a) If a total of 15 minutes is lost in either innings and no decision is reached by 6.05 pm, the game shall be drawn.

(b) The team batting first, if not dismissed, shall have its innings compulsorily closed after 40 overs have been bowled.

(c) Tea to be taken at the completion of the first innings.

(d) NOTE - No reduction of overs due to adverse weather but play may continue until 6.05 pm.

(viii) If the team batting first is dismissed prior to 40 overs tea shall be taken and the side batting second shall be compulsorily closed when having received 40 overs.  No further play shall take place.

(ix) Scorers to notify the umpire after 35 overs have been completed and the umpire shall notify the fielding captain.

(x) 40 over match conditions to apply to all grades prior to daylight saving time.

(xi) During Daylight Saving hours, B1 & B2 One Day Grades to adopt the following playing times.  Hours of play: 1.00 pm - 6.30 pm.   Tea: 3.30 pm - 3.50 pm.  The team bowling first has until 3.30 pm to complete 40 overs and if not completed by this time, the number of overs completed by 3.30 pm shall be bowled to the team batting second.  If no decision is reached by 6.30 pm the game shall be drawn.
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2.2.2 
45 OVER GAME - ONE DAY SINGLE INNINGS MATCH
Daylight Savings Time   (Excluding B1 & B2 One Day Grades) 

(i) Hours of play 12.45 pm - 6.35 pm.

(ii) Tea 3.30 pm - 3.50 pm.

(iii) A team failing to bowl 45 overs in the allotted time to be fined $10 per over.

(iv) Bowlers are allowed a maximum of 9 overs - no other restrictions apply.  The team bowling first has until 3.30 pm to complete 45 overs and if not completed by this time the number of overs completed by 3.30 pm shall be bowled to the side batting second.

(v) Results of matches shall be first innings only.

(vi) The team batting second shall receive the same number of overs.  NOTE - Fine applies to overs bowled after 6.35 pm.

(vii) However if bad weather causes stoppages in play or a team is dismissed prior to 45 overs, the following variations shall be observed.

(a) If a total of 15 minutes is lost in either innings and no decision is reached by 7.00 pm the game shall be drawn.

(b) The team batting first, if not dismissed, shall have its innings compulsorily closed after 45 overs have been bowled.

(c) Tea to be taken at the completion of the first innings.

(d) NOTE: No reduction of overs due to adverse weather but play may continue until 7.00 pm.

(viii) If the innings of the team batting first is dismissed prior to 45 overs, tea shall be taken and the innings of the team batting second shall be compulsorily closed when having received 45 overs.  No further play shall take place.

(ix) Scorers to notify the umpire after 40 overs have been completed and the umpire shall notify the fielding captain.

(x) NOTE: Umpires to be paid an extra $10 fee by the Association.

2.2.3 
TWO DAY GAMES
Play to start at 1.00 pm with a tea break from 3.30 pm to 3.50 pm for all grades.

(i) In such games the result shall be decided by the number of runs scored regardless of wickets lost provided that both teams have completed their innings.

(ii) The batting team on either day is entitled to bat for 80 overs (Divisions 1 - 4) or 75 overs for all other grades, after which the innings shall be compulsorily closed and the days play concluded.  On any day play must conclude no later than 6.30 pm.  In an uninterrupted days play, a team failing to bowl 80 overs (Divisions1 - 4) or 75 overs (All Other Grades) by 6.30 pm shall forfeit.

(iii) If twenty minutes or more is lost on the first day, play may continue until 7.00 pm (Divisions 1 & 2 Only) or 6.30 pm (All Other Grades) and the batting team can bat into the second day for a maximum of 80 overs (Divisions 1 - 4) or 75 overs (all other grades) in the innings.  If the side batting second receives 80 overs (Divisions 1 - 4) or 75 overs (all other grades) by 7.00 pm (Div 1 & 2 Only) or 6.30 pm (All Other Grades) then a result will be achieved.  If no decision is reached the result shall be a drawn game.  If more than twenty minutes are lost on the second day, no declaration applies, however play can continue until 7.00 pm (Divisions 1 & 2 Only) or 6.30 pm (All Other Grades) until a result has been achieved, which ever occurs first.

(iv) If twenty minutes or more is lost on the first day, in an uninterrupted second day, a minimum of 80 overs (Div.1 - 4) or 75 overs (all other grades) shall be bowled, minus three overs for any change of innings.

(v) Balance of overs  – (Divisions 1 – 4 only)


Where the team batting first is dismissed on the first day after (a) 5.30 pm or (b) with no more than seven (7) overs remaining, (eg 73 overs bowled (Div 1-4), the team batting second then has the option to either, conclude the days play, play time through to 6.00 pm or the balance of the days overs.     The team batting second on the first day must at 6.00 pm make the decision to either use the balance of overs to 80 after 6.00 pm or the days play shall conclude.  In an uninterrupted second day, a minimum of 80 overs (Divisions 1 - 4) or 75 overs (all other grades) shall be bowled.

Example - 67 overs team dismissed plus 3 for change of innings = 70 overs.  10 overs to be bowled for full days play.  (80 overs)   Batting team has option at 6.00 pm whether to continue.  Please note 3 overs for change of innings. (this is not applicable if 5.30 pm or 7 overs remaining rule invoked)
(vi) Balance of Overs – (All Other Grades)
Where the team batting first is dismissed on the first day after (a) 5.30 pm or (b) with no more than seven (7) overs remaining, (eg 68 overs bowled (Div 5-7), the team batting second then has the option to either, conclude the days play, play time through to 6.00 pm or the balance of the days overs.   The team batting second on the first day must at 6.00 pm make the decision to either use the balance of overs to 75 after 6.00 pm or the days play shall conclude.

Example - 67 overs team dismissed plus 3 for change of innings = 70 overs.  5 overs to be bowled for full days play.  (75 overs)   Batting side has option at 6.00 pm whether to continue.  Please note 3 overs for change of innings.  (this is not applicable if 5.30 pm or 7 overs remaining rule invoked)
(vi) Should both teams be dismissed prior to 6.00 pm on the second day, play will cease no later than 6.00 pm or a when a full days allotment of overs have been bowled, whatever come first.   The match shall not exceed 160 overs (Div 1-4) or 150 overs (other grades).    

(vii) If less than 20 overs are achieved on the first day the game shall be abandoned.  The match shall be played under one-day match conditions.

(viii) If a declaration is made during a break in play the opposing captain must be notified ten minutes before the time allotted for play to recommence.

(ix) Follow On - A team may enforce a follow on provided that they lead by more than 80 runs.

(x) A new ball may be taken at the commencement of each innings and after 80 overs (Div 1-4) or 75 overs (5-7) in home

and away matches.   

(xi) For the purposes of rule 2.2.3 should there be an interruption to play for any reason and that interruption remains in force at 6.00 pm, play shall not resume after 6.00 pm.

(xii) Early First Innings Results – (Div 1-4 Only)  

Should a first innings result be achieved prior to the full quota of overs bowled on day two, play must continue until at least 5.15 pm.   Both captains must agree to finish early at 5.15 pm otherwise a full days play must take place.  This applies to Divisions 1-4 only.    All other grades may abandon matches early upon agreement of both captains.

2.2.4 
SEMI FINALS      (Two Day Grades)
(i) Semi Finals shall be played between the first and fourth, second and third teams at the completion of the home and away matches.  Top two teams in all grades to host semi finals and grounds must meet playing standard as determined by the Executive.     Matches to be played as per normal two day home & away games.  (Refer Rule 2.2.3)
(ii) The semi finals shall be played on a Saturday and Sunday with one reserve day only if necessary to achieve a first innings result.   The match shall not exceed a total of 160 overs (Divisions 1 –4) or 150 overs (all other grades)  Note – 3 over change over will only be included if break in innings is not at a scheduled time or changeover is compulsory closure.

(iii) The result shall be decided by the number of runs scored regardless of wickets lost provided that both teams have completed their innings.
(iv) A new ball may be taken at the commencement of each innings or after completion of 80 overs (Div 1-4) or 75 overs (Div 5-7).
(v) In the event of the match not achieving a result by the completion of the third day's play, the winner shall be the team finishing higher on the ladder at the completion of the home and away matches.

(vi) Where available, two umpires will officiate as appointed by the Umpires Appointment Officer.

2.2.5 
FINALS  

(i) The finals for all grades shall be played on grounds of the team finishing higher on the ladder where their ground meets playing standard as determined by the Executive.  If any ground does not meet the playing standard an alternative ground will be selected by the Executive.   Matches to be played as per normal two day home & away games.  (Refer Rule 2.2.3)  
(ii) Final to be played on the fixtured Saturday and Sunday and play may continue on the following Saturday/Sunday only if necessary to achieve a first innings result at which time, play will be concluded and the match not to exceed 160 overs (Div 1 - 4) or 150 overs (all other grades).

(iii) In the event of a result not being achieved by the completion of the fourth days play, the match shall be considered drawn and the premiership awarded to the team finishing higher on the ladder at the completion of the home and away matches.

(iv) Where available two umpires will officiate as appointed by the Umpires Appointment Officer.
2.2.6 
ONE DAY GRADE FINALS  (B1 & B2)
(i) Semi Final: To be played as a 40 over match, as set out in rule 2.2.1.

(ii) Hours of play: 1.00 pm – 6.30 pm.  (Play may be allowed to continue until 7.00 pm to achieve a result) Tea: 3.30 pm - 3.50 pm.  (If no result, team finishing higher on the ladder to play final).   Reserve day only to be used if there is a complete days play lost to weather or if the days play is less than 2 hours or 20 overs, then the game shall be restarted.  

Sunday shall be the only reserve day.

(iii) Final: To be played as 40 over matches, as set out in rule 2.2.1.   

(iv) Hours of play: 1.00 pm – 6.30 pm. (Play may be allowed to continue until 7.00 pm to achieve a result) Tea: 3.30 pm - 3.50 pm.  (In the event of a washout or no result, the team finishing higher on the ladder to be declared the winner).    Reserve day only to be used if there is a complete days play lost to weather or if the days play is less than 2 hours or 20 overs, then the game shall be restarted.     Sunday shall be the only reserve day.

(v) In the event that, at 3.45 pm the team bowling first has not commenced its 40th over, it shall forfeit the match to their opponent.      (Continued)
(vi) In the event that, at 3.45 pm the team bowling first has completed the 40th over, then any overs bowled after 3.30 pm in order to do so, will not be bowled to them in their batting innings.      This shall commence 20 minutes after the completion of the 40th over. (Play may continue until 7.00 pm to achieve a result).

GENERAL RULES

3.1 GENERAL MATCH CONDITIONS

3.1.1 
The last over must be completed on each day's play irrespective of wickets lost.

3.1.2 
Six balls constitute an over, wides and no balls EXCLUDED.

3.1.3 
(i) On the first day of play in all matches the captain must hand to the umpires an official team list in block letters of their players for such match, prior to the toss of the coin.  Where no official umpires officiate, captains are to exchange lists at the time stated.   

Match Reports

(ii) Both teams (Senior & Junior) must complete a match report on the Association form after each match in which the club participated.  Such form to be filled in fully (not just with players who batted and bowled) with surnames and initials, or first name in full if more than one player has the same name, and signed by both captains as correct.  (Signed by Coach or Manager for Junior teams)         

In the case of a match being a FORFEIT then the winning team shall submit the match report. Both teams will submit a match report only if the game is abandoned and not scheduled for replay.


The winning teams in the appropriate matches must submit Semi Final & Grand Final match reports.

All match reports (Senior & Junior) must be with the applicable Match Secretary by 8.00 pm on the Monday following the completion of each match.   This includes electronic lodgement of match reports.     Failure to forward match reports on time will incur a fine of $50 per team and a further $10 per day for late reports. 

(iii) Junior Non Competitive match reports must be forwarded to the Junior Match Secretary by 8.00 pm on the Monday following each match.  The home team will be responsible, with only the players' names and match scores to be filled in, as well as any outstanding performances.  Both Coaches and/or Team Managers must sign the report as correct.

(iv) Players cannot be named on more than one match report in any one round.  Score books shall have the names of all players playing in the match, filled out in full in ink - i.e. not just players who have batted and bowled.

(v) Should a disagreement occur during a match, an Executive Member of the Association can be contacted to adjudicate.   Any decisions shall be acknowledged and adhered to by the participating sides.

(vi) Where a dispute occurs over the eligibility of players under Rule 2 - Player Eligibility, Registration and Clearances, the Executive shall have the power to call up any evidence needed to settle the dispute.  The Executive or Match Secretary shall have the power to deduct match points or reverse the result should any irregularity be found.

3.1.4 
SUBSTITUTES 

(i) Substitutes shall be allowed by right to field for any player who during the match is incapacitated by illness or injury.   The consent of the umpire must be obtained for the use of a substitute before any player is prevented from fielding for any other reason. 

(ii) The opposing captain must be informed of any intention to use a substitute at the time.

(iii) The opposing captain shall have no right of objection to any player acting as a substitute in the field, nor as to where he shall field, although he may object to the substitute acting as wicketkeeper.

(vi) A substitute shall not be allowed to bat or bowl unless he qualifies under the following guidelines:

(a) Any player who is injured whilst representing the FTGDCA, Region 8, Melba or any other match under the guidelines of the VCCL or pathways and is currently participating in an uncompleted match within the FTGDCA, may be replaced by a substitute from within his club.  Any player representing the VCCL at National Championships may also receive substitute rights with the approval of the match secretary.  The substitute player may act as substitute even if participating in an uncompleted match and will have full batting, bowling and wicket keeping rights.  If a player substitutes from another team within his club, thus creating a vacancy, further substitutes are permitted down the appropriate grades and they shall have full batting, bowling and wicket keeping rights.  The captain of any team using a substitute under this rule must notify the applicable Match Secretary by the Thursday prior to the days play and the umpire and opposing captain prior to commencement of the day's play.  All players (including substitutes) shall be included on the match report.

3.1.5 
At the conclusion of play the respective captains shall exchange scorebooks and endorse therein, the result of the day's play.

3.1.6 
Should play on the first day of any match be entirely prevented by adverse weather conditions, any toss taken on the first day is void and captains shall toss again prior to commencement of play on the second day.

3.1.7 
All players and officials to be off the playing area five minutes before the allocated time to start.

3.1.8 
When opposing scorebooks do not agree, the umpire is to impound both scorebooks and hand to the General Manager of the Association.  If both scorebooks agree on bowling and both scorebooks agree on batting but bowling and batting differ, batting totals are to be agreed to.

3.1.9 
The Executive Committee shall have the power to alter the start and finish of any match it thinks fit and to vary the time to which the aforementioned penalties apply to accord with such altered times.  Teams not ready to commence at the appointed time shall incur such penalties as the Executive may think fit, any fine not to exceed $25.00.

3.1.10 
The toss of the coin to determine the batting and bowling sides must take place at least 15 minutes prior to the scheduled start of play.  If a captain is not present by this time the other captain shall have the choice.   (Laws of Cricket 12.4)

3.1.11 Teams not at fault in late starts shall have the option of requiring the offending team to make up lost time on that day.  This decision is to be communicated to the opposing captain prior to the commencement of play following the tea break.  No more than 15 minutes of lost time to be made up.

3.1.12 
REFUSAL OR INABILITY TO PLAY
(i) If play does not commence within 15 minutes of appointed times and the delay is due to the refusal or inability of one of the competing teams then the umpire shall, on appeal, declare the match lost by that team.

(ii) Teams forfeiting - Any club which is forced to forfeit a match for whatever reason shall do so in their lowest grade of (2 day grades) or (1 day grades) and if it fails to notify the Match Secretary and the opposing club by 9.00 pm on Thursday prior to that game, the fine shall be $100 and loss of 3 match points. Should the match be forfeited after 9.00 pm on Thursday prior to the match, the forfeiting team shall inform the Match Secretary immediately.

3.1.13
BOUNDARY CATCHES - A fieldsman in taking a catch near the boundary line must have both feet inside the boundary.

3.1.14 
BATTING CREASE - On synthetic surfaces, the line forms the crease, as does the leather on matting pitches.  Some part of the batsman must be grounded behind the line or leather ie On the line is out.  Clubs shall ensure correct marking of lines on the playing surfaces.

3.1.15 
NO BALLS & WIDES (Either umpire may call a wide or no ball)
(i) On synthetic surfaces a ball passing out of reach of the batsman taking a normal stance shall be called a wide.

(ii) On matting surfaces a ball pitched outside the width of matting or striking the space between the two mats or the adjacent bindings shall be called and signalled "no ball" by either umpire.

(iii) Wides and no balls to be included against the bowlers score.

The striker may hit a no ball and whatever runs result shall be added to his score.

Runs made otherwise from a no ball shall be scored as no balls.

(iv) The number of leg side fieldsmen shall be restricted to five, of which no more then two are to be behind the line of the popping crease at the instant of delivery by the bowler under penalty of "no ball."

3.1.16 
ATTIRE - PLAYERS & UMPIRES
(i) All players in competition matches must appear in correct cricketing attire, comprising of, white shirt with collar, (to be tucked in at all times), long white trousers, white socks and predominantly white footwear.  A white pullover (club colours may be on pullover) is optional.  Spiked boots or soft spiked shoes are not to be worn.  Club caps, hats with club colours and logo, Association caps and white cricket hats to be worn or accepted headwear as approved by the Executive.

Sponsorship logos are permitted on players shirts for the whole team only.  Coloured playing shirts may be used in all grades providing all players in the team wear the shirts.  The Executive Committee must approve all coloured shirts.

(ii) Any player under 16 years on 1st September may wear white shorts when competing in senior grades.

(iii) Any player officiating as an umpire must be dressed in a distinguishing garment worn above or below the waist.  Footwear is compulsory but thongs are not permitted, shorts may be worn.  A junior player may not officiate as an umpire.

(iv) Non players who umpire must be dressed with long slacks, coloured shirt or coat with shoes and socks.

(v) Afternoon Teas: (Home & Away matches)  All home teams must provide afternoon tea for both teams and umpires.  A minimum requirement will be light refreshment (fruit, cordial, biscuit and tea & cake).  Complaints of substandard afternoon teas shall be in writing to the General Manager and the Executive shall deal with offending teams as it sees fit.

3.2 PROTESTS – RESULT OF MATCHES

3.2.1
All protests must be lodged with the General Manager by 8.00 pm on the Tuesday following completion of the match.

3.2.2
Any penalty incurred by a club through a protest lodged during the final round shall apply to match on which the protest is lodged.

3.2.3
APPEALS (Result of Tribunal or Executive Committee Hearing)
(Note – There is no appeal provision for clearance hearings)

The FTGDCA shall through VCCL Region 8 (South East Country) appeals board allow for an Appeal against decisions of the Tribunal or Executive Committee.  Any appeal against such decisions shall:

(a) Be in writing.

(b) Be forwarded to both Association and  Region 8 Secretaries.

(c) Be lodged within 48 hours of the date of the hearing from which appeal arises.

(d) Be lodged with a statutory declaration that the appealing party shall accept the decision of the appeal hearing and shall take no further action as a result of same.

(e) Be accompanied by an appeal fee of six hundred dollars ($600) as either a bank cheque, payable to the FTGDCA or in cash, two hundred dollars ($200) of which is a fee for lodgement of the appeal and four hundred dollars ($400) is a bond which upon the appeal being upheld shall be returned to the appellant, or upon loss appeal shall be forfeited.

(f) The appeal shall be heard at a time and place as advised by the Region 8 Secretary, through the Association Secretary within seven (7) days of lodgement.

(g) On lodgement of an appeal and only following advice from the Association, any player(s) who has made such appropriate appeal shall be allowed to participate in any match(es) that commence after such lodgement but prior to its hearing, but should the appeal then be lost, dismissed, withdrawn or the player/s or club not attend the appeal hearing then any match(es) in which the appellant/s participates shall be forfeited by that club, as shall the total appeal fee.

(h) The decision of the appeal hearing shall be final.

3.3
WET WEATHER - Recorded Info Line Phone 9513 1353

3.3.1
At the Annual General Meeting a panel of four to be elected to inspect 12 grounds when wet weather prevails.  If 8 or more grounds inspected are unfit for play, the panel calls off all senior games.

3.3.2
GROUNDS NOT FIT FOR PLAY - Any ground unfit for play due to any other reason other than wet weather ie, (council works) which involves first eleven match scheduling for this ground may be transferred to another venue and played on the same day.  Notification of ground being unfit for play – Match Secretary to be advised by 8.00 pm Thursday prior to the game, failure to adhere to this rule, home club to forfeit in match concerned.

3.3.3
Match Secretary has the power to transfer any other match to a Sunday or other agreed day as required.

3.4
UMPIRES

3.4.1
Umpires appointed from the FTGDCA Umpires’ Association will be paid a fee decided at the FTGDCA Annual General Meeting.  Fee to be paid by the completion of afternoon tea each day.  Umpires fee to be (Div 1) - (2 umpires) $110 per day or (single umpire) $130 per day.  (Div 2) - (2 umpires) - $100 per day or (single umpire) $120 per day, (Other Grades) $100 per day 
               (2 umpires or single umpire)    The additional $10 fee (45 over one dayers during daylight savings only) will be paid by the  Association.

3.4.2
Umpires appointed to a game shall be paid a fee of $20 if less than 20 overs are bowled in a day or if a no play decision is given before afternoon tea. If a decision is to be made after 4.00 pm, the fee shall be increased to $30.

3.4.3
Umpires appointed by the FTGDCA Umpires Association shall have the power to decide on conditions of play.  Where no appointed umpire officiates, either captain may request a decision by an independent member of the Executive, whose decision shall be adhered to.

3.4.4
Any member of the Senior Executive may officiate at any game at any time he chooses, provided he is not a member of either club.  Captains of all grades with an official umpire must complete an Umpires Performance Report Form.  Such forms to be submitted to the General Manager by 8.00 pm on the Monday following completion of each match.   Failure to forward Umpire reports on time will incur a fine of $25 per team.

3.5
CONDUCT

3.5.1
Consumption of intoxicating liquor in the vicinity of the ground during the hours of play and smoking on the field are strictly prohibited and offending players shall be dealt with by the Executive.

3.5.2
Clubs shall be responsible for the maintenance of order by their members during the match.  Any registered player or official of a club disputing the decision of an umpire or using abusive, threatening or insulting language during the progress of the game or within or without the enclosure on the day of the match shall be dealt with as the Executive shall think fit.     

          
In the event that the Executive is required to investigate an incident, they shall do so within a 14 day time frame from the receipt of complaint.   Should additional time be required the General Manager shall consult 3 independent club Presidents in order to obtain a further 14 days (max) to complete the investigation.   Majority vote from the Presidents is required for extension of time.   Any fines imposed by the Executive must be paid within 7 days.  Clubs failing to make such payments shall forfeit in the grade concerned.  Any club requiring a statutory declaration may obtain same by applying (within 48 hours of the match) to the Association, who shall demand such declaration from each or any player, and if a player refuses to sign such declaration, the club for whom he plays shall forfeit the match.

3.5.3
Where an umpire has occasion to speak to a player regarding behaviour but does not believe a report is warranted, he will warn the player and if it happens again, the incident will be noted and the player named on the Umpires Match Report and the Captain is to be informed.  When two (2) such reports have been received, the player and his club will be notified in writing by the Umpires Association.  Should a player be named on three (3) such reports during two (2) consecutive seasons, he shall be called before the Executive to explain his behaviour.  Should the player be found guilty of an act of misconduct, he shall be liable to suspension as determined by the Executive Committee.  Umpires are to report serious breaches of behaviour as in the FTGDCA tribunal procedure.  After any warning issued, the Executive has the power to call the player before it to answer and explain his conduct and the Executive has the right to deal with the player as it sees fit.

3.5.4
All club Presidents and Captains of all grades must sign a Code of Conduct agreement on their club letterhead prior to the first game each season to acknowledge their understanding and compliance thereof.  The Captain may only be reported if he has either condoned or taken part in unruly behaviour by his players.  If he has made all reasonable attempt to control his players it is the player or players who is liable for report.

3.6
CODE OF BEHAVIOUR

It is expected that all games be conducted in the true spirit of the game of cricket.  Cricket is a game of skills associated with knowledge of the rules.  However, skills and knowledge are only part of the pleasure to be derived from playing the game.  Attitude and sportsmanship are vital ingredients.  To achieve this, coaches managers and captains are to adopt and enforce the following code of Behaviour.

(a) That in-going and out-going batsmen cross on the field of play.

(b) That bowlers return to the start of their run up quickly, and are ready to bowl without wasting time.

(c) Players are to maintain a standard of dress, commensurate with the game’s traditions, and team and individual equipment is to be serviceable and well maintained.

(d) Players are to be encouraged to respect the umpires by accepting decisions without dissent, and if possible, to honestly assist umpires in the making of difficult decisions.

(e) Co-operation with the opposing captain and both umpires in the “running” of the game, which includes preparation of the pitch and surrounds for play.

(f) Thoroughly and firmly briefing their teams, spelling out what is expected of them in terms of behaviour, both on and off the field.

(g) All fieldsman are to move quickly between overs and when ever required to change positions.

(h) The setting or changing of the field is to be undertaken without wasting time.

(i) Courtesy is to be shown at all times to the umpires.  Players must not dispute or react in a disapproving manner, either towards an umpire, his decision, or generally, after an umpiring decision is given.  When given out a player must walk quickly from the crease, not indulge in ill-mannered tantrums.

(j) Avoid making unnecessary and uncomplimentary remarks to opponents.

(k) Remember that the visiting team and umpires are guests and should be treated such.

(l) In making his report to the Association on umpires, the captain should be constructive, not influenced by a win or loss or a bad decision.

3.8
LAWS OF CRICKET

3.8.1
Except where inconsistent with the foregoing, all matches shall be played under the laws of cricket, as adopted by Cricket Victoria.

3.8.2
INTERPRETATION OF RULES
If any question arises which is not specifically provided for us in these rules, or if any question arises as to the interpretation of any rule, the option of the Executive Committee shall be taken and acted upon and its decision shall be final.

3.8.3
APPROVAL BY EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
Not withstanding anything contained in these rules all players shall be and remain at all times subject to approval of the Executive Committee.

VETERANS COMPETITION

25 years of Veterans Cricket
- A truly successful innovation by the FTGDCA

After so many years it is time to reflect on the Veterans Competition; why it started, what were the original aims; and is there a need to now consider changes.
The Formative Years:

In the early 1980’s several FTGDCA clubs were fielding an ‘oldies’ team in the lower grades often naming it the Club XI. At the same time the junior section was growing rapidly and many fathers expressed interest in playing, but due to family commitments the common comment was that they couldn’t play every Saturday.

The idea of a Sunday Veterans Section was put forward, and in 1982 the Senior Executive formed an official competition. Five clubs played every two weeks, with the top two teams playing a Final in season 1983/84.

Of the five inaugural member clubs, three have fielded at least one team every year – with Bayswater, Belgrave and Upper Ferntree Gully being strong long term supporters of Vets Cricket. Knox and Footballers have also participated when numbers permitted.

The main aim of Vets cricket was to (most importantly) keep older players active within their club scene and to entice fathers to join their son’s club. 
During the formative years it often proved necessary to change and adapt the playing rules to suit the needs of the players and clubs. Vets cricket became very sociable, with after match teas providing bar sales that boosted club revenue. It was a fun afternoon.

Gradually more clubs embraced the concept and the vets section developed it’s own administration with a Chairman, Match Secretary and delegates from clubs to form an Executive Committee.

David Kirby, Don Claringbould, John Barry, Arthur Bailey and Gary Mitchell steered the growing competition, to be followed by David Clarke and Peter Fahy.
Touring Vets:
In the winter of 1988 a colourful brochure was received advertising an Air New Zealand Golden Oldies Festival of Cricket in Brisbane. By September a party of 57 players and partners found themselves journeying to Queensland, with two teams formed by drawing players from many clubs in the FTGDCA.

The success ( both on the ground and most importantly, off the ground) of this Brisbane visit led to the formation of the FTG Lyrebirds – a touring cricket group, with membership open to anyone who volunteered their participation. A trip to England playing matches against village teams, with days at Lords and Edgbaston for the 1989 Ashes Tour was a lifetime highlight.

Interest in touring was high and further trips followed;

· England and Wales in 1991 and 1994.

· New Zealand Golden Oldies in 1992.

· Sydney Golden Oldies in 1996.

· South Africa in 1997.

· England and Canada in 2000.

· New Zealand in 2001.

Veterans cricket was gaining in popularity in the suburbs, with Ringwood, Box Hill, Yarra Valley and Diamond Valley forming competitions.

Along with teams from these other Victorian competitions, FTG Vets teams also participated in week long cricket carnivals under the AVCC banner (Queensland, Melbourne, and twice in Albury) in these years.

The joint Midland Guildford – AVCC Cricket Carnival to celebrate 100 years of cricket at Lilac Hill in Perth was another milestone.

Composite FTGDCA teams, plus Bayswater, Belgrave and Upper Ferntree Gully fielded teams at these Carnivals.

During this 17 year period more than 100 players (and partners) enjoyed the Lyrebird Tours visiting overseas venues, and participated in 102 games developing cricket friendships.

Today and the Future:
Broadly, the players of today differ greatly from those of the inaugural years. Some of the old brigade are still playing in the minor grades, but overall today’s Vets players are younger, often still playing Saturday, and have younger children with the inherent family commitments.

The higher grades are extremely competitive with clubs recruiting far and wide, but the number of forfeits in the lower grades is a worrying sign. Affiliation and grading of teams in mid winter when clubs have no idea of likely numbers is something to review along with penalties for forfeits. 

A well established fact from these 25 years is that a team needs a list of 16 players – not a list of 25 for two teams. Playing with 7 or 8 is not much fun on any summer day.

The concept of Vets cricket is valid, however with the social, employment and family situations of today maybe there is a need to again consider changes to the format to make the competition more acceptable to players – allowing clubs to field full teams for scheduled matches.

This overview of the 25 years of Veterans is designed to be thought provoking, for current players to consider and discuss with their club while this season’s activities are still fresh to mind. 

Congratulations and thank you to the recipients of special awards (players and clubs) recognizing 25 years of involvement and support.

ADMINISTRATION

VETERANS COMPETITION

Please Note – Some rules may be changed at the August 11, 2008 Annual Meeting.

4.1
MANAGEMENT

4.1.1
A Chairman, a Match Secretary and four committee members shall be elected to form the Executive of the Veterans Section.

4.1.2
The Annual Meeting shall be held prior to the end of August.  Clubs must notify the Match Secretary of their affiliation for the forth coming season 14 days prior to the meeting.

4.1.3
The Executive shall be responsible for all activities of the Veterans Section – the draw, match reports, ladders, registrations, publicity, disputes, finals and Inter-Association games.

4.1.4
Proposed rule changes for the Veterans Section must be notified to the Match Secretary 21 days prior to the Annual Meeting for circulation to all clubs.  ie – by July 1st.

4.1.5
When any player is reported in the Veterans competition by an umpire or Executive Member (Senior or Veterans) such report is to be heard by the Senior Independent Tribunal under tribunal guidelines.  Any player found guilty under these conditions shall be ineligible to play in any other FTGDCA affiliated grade and shall be de-registered for the term of the penalty imposed by the tribunal.  To apply for re-registration a player must do so in accordance with rule 2.10.11 of the Senior Handbook.

4.2
QUALIFICATIONS & REGISTRATIONS

4.2.1
To be eligible to play in the FTGDCA Veterans competition a player must be over 40 years of age by the 1st March in the current playing season.

4.2.2
All players must be registered on the approved forms.

4.3
MEETINGS

Any club failing to attend Veterans Delegates Meetings shall incur a fine of $25.

4.4
MATCH REPORTS

All home teams must complete a match report after each match in which the club has participated.  Such forms to be signed by both captains and to be in the hands of the Match Secretary by 8.00 pm on Wednesday following completion of each match.  Failure to forward such forms will incur a fine of $10.

4.5
GROUNDS

Grounds to be used and wicket surfaces must be approved by the delegates of the Veterans Section. In the event of a scheduled ground being unavailable for play, the two clubs or captains have the right to transfer the game to an alternative venue as approved by the Veterans Executive.

4.6
ATTIRE

In all matches players must wear white cricket attire.  The only exception being footwear.

4.7
CLEARANCES

4.7.1
Players transferring from a club prior to the commencement of the season must be noted on the block registration of the NEW club.

4.7.2
A player seeking a clearance during the season must complete a standard association clearance form.  Such clearance to be endorsed by the Veterans Executive.

5.1
PLAYING RULES

5.1.1 Play to start at 1.00 pm.

5.1.2 A maximum of 36 overs shall be bowled by either team

5.1.3
Afternoon tea shall be taken for a period of 20 minutes at the completion of the 36th over or the batting team being dismissed

5.1.4
The match is concluded when a first innings result is achieved.

5.2
RESTRICTIONS

5.2.1
Bowlers will be restricted to six (6) overs each.  A ball rising above shoulder height or above a batsman’s normal stance shall be deemed a no ball.

5.2.2
Batsmen are to retire when they reach their 40th run and cannot bat again.  Wickets lost by compulsory retirement deemed retired not out.

5.2.3
If more than 15 minutes is lost due to inclement weather during either innings and no decision by 7.00 pm, the game shall be drawn.

5.3
MATCH POINTS

5.3.1
Match points to be awarded as follows –

Innings Win



6 points

Abandoned Game



3 points

Tied or Drawn Game


3 points

Team with Bye



2 points

Team receiving forfeit or second bye

Maximum points achieved that round

5.3.2
Any team withdrawing after commencement of the season will create a bye.  In the event of an existing bye, a match shall be scheduled between the two remaining teams

5.3.3
Any team receiving a forfeit must submit a match report listing eleven players which shall be accepted as a qualifying game.

5.4 QUALIFICATION – PLAYER & FINALS

5.4.1 To qualify for a final a player must have played in three (3) matches of the Veterans Competition in which his club has participated during the home and away matches.  In the event of a player participating with another club, that game shall count as a qualifying match.  Such player’s name and club to be listed on the match report form.  In the event of a club having two teams in the Veterans Section a player having played in more than three games in a higher grade shall not be allowed to transfer to the lower grade.  NOTE: Games played in lower grades qualify for higher grade finals.

Players who have been suspended by the FTGDCA or another competition are ineligible to participate until their suspension has been completed. 

5.5 UMPIRES

5.5.1 Each team must provide a senior person to umpire for the duration of the game

TRIBUNAL PROCEDURES

6.1
REPORTS

6.1.1
Umpires reporting players or officials must notify the player and or official and the team captain of the report at the time the report is made or immediately following the end of play.  

6.1.2
The umpire must advise the Tribunal Secretary of any report by midday on the day following the day of the report.

6.1.3
The player reported or club secretary must be advised in writing of the charge/s against them by 6.00 pm on the day following the report.

6.1.4
The Tribunal Secretary has the option to refer incidents to the Match Committee who have the power to offer the reported player on a guilty plea a penalty as they deem fit in lieu of a tribunal hearing.  If accepted the player shall remain liable per rule 1.10.11 of the handbook.    

6.1.5
Umpires shall be permitted to amend reports sheets for minor alterations only with approval of the Tribunal Chairman.

6.2
TRIBUNAL SITTINGS

6.2.1
The tribunal shall sit on every Wednesday night (if required) following the end of every days play.

6.2.2
The tribunal shall consist of three members appointed by the Executive provided however if both the reported player and his advocate agree two such appointed members shall constitute a tribunal.

6.2.3
If for any reason whatsoever the tribunal is unable to sit, the next sitting shall be determined by the Tribunal Secretary.    Any player charged and who would have been eligible to appear before the reconstituted tribunal and shall be eligible to play any games prior to the sitting of the reconstituted tribunal.

6.2.4
The tribunal shall sit at such venue as is arranged by the Tribunal Secretary and the obligation to ascertain the venue shall be on the charged player or official.

6.2.5
The Tribunal Secretary shall be permitted to sit with the tribunal, however, he shall not constitute or be deemed to be a member of the tribunal.

6.3
INABILITY TO ATTEND TRIBUNAL

6.3.1
If a player or official has been reported, and such person is unable to attend the tribunal for any reason which shall be in the opinion of the Tribunal Secretary sufficient grounds to postpone the sitting of the tribunal, such player or official shall notify the Tribunal Secretary of his inability to attend not later than 6.00 pm on the Monday preceding the tribunal.  Such player or official shall be de-registered and shall be ineligible to play in any game or participate in any official capacity until such time as he does appear before the tribunal.  If he fails to appear at the next sitting, the tribunal shall be entitled to hear the charge in his absence and upon him being proven guilty shall be entitled to apply such penalty as they deem warranted.

6.4
TRIBUNAL PROCEDURE

6.4.1
The Tribunal Chairman shall be such person as is appointed by the Executive.

6.4.2
(a) Any person, player or official charged shall be entitled to be represented by an advocate.  Such advocate must be either a delegate or official of the club to which the charged party is a member but shall in no case be a barrister or solicitor.

(b) Any umpire shall be entitled to be represented by an advocate who shall not be a barrister or solicitor.

6.4.3
The Tribunal Secretary will ascertain whether the charged player/official and or his advocate and or umpire are present.  If so they shall be required to appear before the tribunal wherein the charge shall be read and the player or official charged shall be asked if he pleads guilty or not guilty.

6.5
NOT GUILTY PLEA


Where player or official pleads NOT GUILTY, clauses 6.5.1 to 6.5.9 to apply.

6.5.1
If the charged player or official pleads not guilty the umpire shall be requested to put before the tribunal all matters relating to the report and call or produce any evidence in support of the report.

6.5.2
The player or official or his advocate and the tribunal members shall then be entitled to ask questions and obtain clarification or amplification of evidence from the umpire and any witness called by the umpire.

6.5.3
The player or official shall then be called to give his account of the facts relating to the report and his advocate shall be entitled to question him in respect of same as shall any member of the tribunal.

6.5.4
Once the player or official has put his evidence before the tribunal the umpire or advocate shall be entitled to question such player or official as to any item arising from such evidence.

6.5.5
The player or official and his advocate shall be entitled call witnesses to give evidence in support of the charged player or official and the tribunal and the umpire or advocate shall be entitled to question any such witness called.

6.5.6
When all evidence has been placed before the tribunal, the umpire and the advocate or player or official shall be requested whether they wish to sum up their case and once the tribunal is satisfied that it has all the evidence, all persons shall be asked to leave the room and the tribunal will consider the case and record a finding.

6.5.7
If the player or official is found guilty by the tribunal, the player or official or his advocate shall be requested to enter the room and shall be asked if he has any prior convictions resulting from reports.  The player or official or his advocate shall be given the opportunity to introduce any character evidence before the tribunal.  The player or official shall then withdraw.

6.5.8
The tribunal shall then consider and apply such penalty as it thinks fit.

6.5.9
Once a decision has been made by the tribunal, the Tribunal Secretary shall reassemble the hearing and the Tribunal Chairman shall announce the finding of the tribunal.

6.6
GUILTY PLEA

Where player or official pleads guilty, clauses 6.6.1 to 6.6.8 to apply.

6.6.1
If the charged player or official pleads guilty the umpire shall be requested to put before the tribunal all matters relating to the report and the circumstances under which the report arose.

6.6.2
The charged player or official or his advocate shall be entitled to question the umpire as to the evidence given by the said umpire.

6.6.3
The player or official or his advocate shall be asked if he has any prior convictions resulting from reports.  The player or official or his advocate shall then be given the opportunity to introduce any character evidence before the tribunal.

6.6.4
The player or official shall then be called to give his account of the facts relating to the report and his advocate shall be entitled to question him in respect of same as shall any member of the tribunal.

6.6.5
Once the player or official has put his evidence has put his evidence before the tribunal the umpire and or advocate shall be entitled to question such player or official as to any item arising from such evidence.

6.6.6
The player or official or his advocate shall be entitled to call witnesses to give evidence in support of the charged player or official and the tribunal, umpire and or advocate shall be entitled to question any such witness called.

6.6.7
The tribunal room shall then be cleared and the tribunal shall consider and apply such penalty as it thinks fit.

6.6.8
Once a decision has been made by the tribunal the Tribunal Secretary shall reassemble the hearing and the Tribunal Chairman shall announce the penalties applied.

6.7
RECORDING OF FINDING & PENALTY

6.7.1
Such findings and penalties shall be recorded and signed by all members of the tribunal.

6.8
UNSATISFACTORY EVIDENCE

6.8.1
Any witness who in the opinion of the tribunal gives unsatisfactory evidence may be charged by the Chairman of the tribunal and informed that he/she may be dealt with by them, then and there.

6.9
EXECUTIVE POWERS TO REPORT

6.9.1
Where in pursuance of their powers a member of the Executive shall report a player or official wherein in these rules the word "Umpire" appears it shall be substituted for the words "Executive Member."

6.10
FTGDCA TRIBUNAL GUIDELINES

(a) Persons having a good record may incur a smaller range of penalties on the first offence.

(b) A penalty to a person may be increased if the person has a previous conviction.

(c) Additional penalty may be incurred if injury is caused, or for other special reasons at the discretion of the tribunal.

(d) More severe penalties may be imposed where a team or group is involved in a brawl or melee.

(e) The penalty may be reduced or increased in special cases at the discretion of the tribunal.
